upon that remedy. If the evidence does not sup­
por t tile claim that religion is the remedy, then 
an adequate remedy should be eagerly sought. 

Only by sober and sincere consideration of 
truthful evidence can the right conclusion be 
reached. Let all persons of good will give close 
attention to the statement of the facts. Those 
who love righteousness and peace will give a 
hearing ear. The lawless element will not give 
heed to anything of reason.

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The terrible distress now npon the world was 
foretold centuries ago by the holy prophets of 
Almighty God and recorded in lhe Bible. It is 
reasonable Ulat we go to the Divine Record , the 
Bible, and there seek to learn the cause of dis· 
tress and what is the true remedy. The Bible 
contains the truth because it is the Word of 
.Almighty God. It has ever been tbe guide of 
those persons who desire to see righteonsness 
and lasting peace in the earth. It is written ill 
God's Word: ''"When the righteous are in au­
thority, the people rejoice: but when the wicked 
beareth rule, the people mourn."- Proverbs 2!): 2. 

The universal mourning of the people now 
eloquently testifies Utat the wicked rule U1e pres­
ent world. Because divine prophecy plainly fore· 
told that dictators would gain control of ~"":urope, 
attention was publicly called to this fact morc 
than three years ago and the European nations 
warned of the present disastc l' that now exists 
there, Here it is pointed out what the prophecies 
show is certain to come to America and wlmt 
part religion plays in the mutter, 

The Amel'ican nation waS founded by men 
who believed Almighty God and who believed 
that the Bible is His Word of truth. For cen· 
turies the people of America p rospered and 
dwelt together in peace, exactly contrary to 
what we see now in the nation. I appeal to the 
reasonable peOlJle at this time to exercise full 
faith and confidence in the Almighty God and 
in the Bible, His Word, and let the burning 
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quc.<;tion of the houl' be answered by the in­
fallible testimony of the Bible. 

E'rom whence came the wicked J'ule of the 
world f rrhe Bible answers, Satan the Devil is 
tile invisible chief ruler of the world and is sup­
porled by a horde of wicked angels, all of whom 
nrc called ;'mighty ones" or "gods" and further 
supported on earth by mnltihldes of conscience­
less men who revel in unrighteousness. In every 
form of religion that is practiced there are 
recognized by man higher invisible powers that 
dictate the course of men who foHow tradition, 
Hel igion and Christianity are not the same 
thing. They are exactly opposed to each other. 
The 13ible defines both, and that definition we 
:-;hould accept. 

lhLIGION means the doing of anything tllat 
is contrary to the will of Almighty God. 

CmUSTIANlTY means joyfully doing that which 
is in fuJi Jwrmonywith the wiU of Almighty God, 
"whose llame alone is Jehovah."-Psalm 83: 18. 

Satan the Devil introduced religion to man. 
Christ Jesus is the founder and head of Chris­
tia.nity. 

Christianity is the fear of AJmighty God, that 
is, fear to ever go contrary to God's wiJl. Reli­
g iOH is the feat' of creatures. From the beginning 
religion denied Jehovah God as the almighty 
power and accepted ereatUl'es as equal to or 
greater than Jehovah God. 

Mark the Bible 'Proof. Satan rebelled against 
Almighty Gael and then challenged God to put 
men on earth who would' be faithful to the great 
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Creator. That raised the issue of who is su­
preme. The Almigbty God informed man that 
Ule death penalty would be in{licted upon man 
who willfully violated God's law and that the 
eating of forbidden fruit would constitute a vio­
Jation of God's Jaw. 

Satan, in defiance of God, said to Eve: 'If 
ye eat the fruit that is forbidden ye shall not 
sUl'ely die, tor God doth know that the day ye 
eat thereof ye shall be as gods'; that is, as the 
angels, all of whom are creatlll'es. Man willfully 
took the course of disobedience of God's law, 
accepted Satan as the higher authority; and in 
that manner Satan introduced man to religion. 
At all t imes since Satan's chief means of fight­
ing against God has been RELIGION . 

The Head of Christianity, Jesus, said to 
Jehovah God: 'I delight to do thy will, 0 my 
God; thy law is wri tten in my heart.'

Approximately sixteen centuries after the 
creation of man Satan, by means of religion, 
had corrupted all the peoples of earth except 
Noah and his family.

(Genesis 6: 7) Noah was a right­
eous man and "a preacher of righteQusness",

family. (2 Peter 2:5) Religion there bronght 
dC's truction upon all ruank-ind j on ly those who 
oheyed God survived. 

You who are of good will towa rd God and who 
Iwlieve that the Bible is His ·Word, please now 
foliow the Bible history of man, which briefly 
l·t'tOlints the [acts leading IIp to Ule present 
d{'plorable conditions prevniling on the earth. 
'I'his is addressed to those of good will, with the 
hope of doing th(,111 good. 

Sa.tan, the subtle foe, always tries to entrap 
llIen and dest roy them. In this he, Satan, piten 
appears as a creature of light; yet he is the 
most wicked or all. (2 Corinthians 1J : 14) A few 
c(\ nluries after the flood the descendants of 
Nonh became religions, with Nimrod as their 
priest and r uler. Nimrod builded Nineveh and 
th{' nation of Babylon, and set himself up as an 
I.u·bitrary dictator. I]e caused the people to hai l 
him and bow before him as though he were a 
mighty god. Babylon and its king, Nimrod, were 
given over entirely to ·wickedness. (Genesis 
10: 8-11, mat',qin) Following Nim l'od other na­
tions were orgnnized, all of which adopted and 
pructiced religion, yielding to Satan and the 
other demons, and all acting contra ry to God's 
will. 

lIIS NAME 

'rhe Almighty Goel Jehovah IJUrposed the vin­
dication of Jii s nllme and that He WQuid have 
"0 people for his name" who would sC):ve IIim 
and bear testimony to His supremacy. lie seleet-
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ed the descendants of Abraham and Jacob called 
"Israelites". He led them ont of the land of' 
Egypt, the Devil-religion natioll. Under the 
leadership of Moses God took the Israelites on 
a long journey to Palestine, the land of Vfomise. 
Mark now the commandment God gave to tile 
Israelites, wa rning them that demon ism 01' re· 
ligion would be a snm"C unto them. Concerning 
tbe prac6tioncrs of religion in Canaan J"ehovalJ 
said to the I srael ites: "E'o l' they will turn away 
[thee and thy sons] from following me, that they 
may serve other gods; so will the angel' of the 
Lord be kindled against you, and destroy thee 
suddenly." God then commanded His people to \ 
keep tilemselves entirely separate f rom tJlOse 
religious people dwelling in Palestine, and sa id : 
"Neither shalt thou serve their gods [demons]; 
for that will be a snare unto thee." (Denteronomy 
7: 4, 16) Satan and his associate demons set 
about to ensnare the I sraelites by means of re­
ligion. Al though God had repeatedly warned 
the Israelites against such sna re, SauJ, I srael's 
fil'st king, feU to demonism, turning to the witch 
of Endor for aid and ignoring the \Vm'd of God. 
Religion did not bring salvation and prosperity 
to Israel, but, on the contrary, religion was the 
cause of Israel's downfall, and concerning thi s 
it i s written in the Bible: "And they served their 
idols; which were a snare unto them. Yea, they 
sacrificed their sons and their daughters unto 
devils, and shed innocent blOOd, even the blood 
of their sons and of their daughters, whom tIley 
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sncri (iced unto the idols of Canaan; and tile land 
was poll uted with blood.n-Psalm 106: 36-38. 

lsrael's rulers having turned to religion, to 
hel' last king Jehovah sa id: "And thOll, profane 
wicked prince of Is rae l, whose day is come, 
when iniquity shall have an end, ... I will 
ovcrtnnl, overturn, overturn it; and it sha ll be 
no more, until he come whose right it is; and I 
will give it him." (lDllek icl 21: 25-27) '~He ... 
whose right it is," mentioned in thi s prophecy, 
is J'esus Christ, the world's rightful ruler. -

THE CHRISTIAN 

"Christ" means the anointed and commis­
siolled omciaJ of Almighty Jehovah God. Christ 
Jesus is the Head over all Christians. (Epbe­
siam! 5: 22, 23) He is the chief witness of Jeho­
vuh and Head over all of His witnesses. Those 
who obey God's law as Christ Jesus obeys are 
Chrislians. Many Christians have been asso­
ciated with religions organizations because they 
did not know that religion is a snare. \Vhen these 
honest and sincere ones learn the truth, they 
flee from religion and flee to God and Clll'1St. 

Real Christiall s have no Hght with any person 
because of his religions belief. Many Jews, Cath­
olics, and so-called "Protestants" have been un­
wittingly ensnared by religion, It is the duty 
and privilege of every Christian to aid such to 
see the trut11 in order that they may devote 
themselves to God and His kingdom. The only 
purpose of calling attention to the diffel'ence 
between religion and Christianity is to aid men 
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to see that God's law is the only safe guide and 
obedience to God is man's onl y protection. 

"Tradition" is that which is transmitted from 
father to SOil, from ancestor to posterity, wi th­
Qut rega rd to God's written law. Religion is 
taught by tradition, and not by the written law 
of God. Christianity is bottomed solely upon 
the written Word of Almighty God. 1'he words 
of Jesus Christ constitute absolute authority 
because spoken at God's commandment, and 
such should be entirely sufficient for everyone 
who desires to take the right course. 

fj~he Israel ites, being God's cllOsen people, 
were the custodians of God's written Word.1'he 
priests were commanded to obey and to teach 
God's law to the people, but instead they turned 
to tradition. They induced tbe people to prac­
tice religion in the place of Christianity. Choos­
ing religion, they despised and r ejected Christ 
J esus, God's anointed King. Instead they chose 
Caesar, tlle dictator, as king. To them Jesus 
Christ said: "Vhy do you transgress the com­
mandments of God by your traditiont 'rhus have 
you made the commandments of God of none 
effect by your tradition. '\Vel1 did God's prophet 
say of you. These people draw njgh unto me with 
their month, but their heart is far removed from 
me.' (Matthew 15: 3-9) Furthermore Jesus said 
to those religious teachers: ''Ye are ot your 
fatller Ole devil, and the lusts of your father 
ye will do. He was a murderer from the begin­
ning, and abode not in the truth, because there 
is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he 

• 
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speaketh of his own; for he is a liar, and the 
father of it."-John 8 : 44. 

Paul, the apostle of Jesus Christ, was at one 
time a teacher of religion by tradition. When 
he became a Christian he wrote these words: 
' J!'O I" ye have heard of my course in time past 
in the Jews' religion , how that beyond measu re 
I persecuted the church of God, and wasted it; 
and profited in the Jews' reli.f:,rion above many 
my equals in mille own nation, being more ex­
ceedingly zealolls of the TRADITIONS of my fa­
thers. But when it pleased God ... to reveal 
his Son unto me, I conferred not with flesh and 
blood. The gospel which I announce came to me 
by ,'evelution from Jesus Christ.'-Galatians 
1: 11-16. 

Paul fully recognized and declared that re­
ligion is demonism, introduced by and taught 
under the power and influence of the Devil. 
\Vhen Paul was at Athens and observed that 
people in their religious practices he said to 
them: "Athenians, I perceive that in all things 
you arc extremely devoted to t1le worship of 
demons." (Acts 17: 22, Diaglott) Further testi­
fying concerning religion as the invention of the 
demons, brought forth to deceive men and to re­
proach God's name, Panl said to the Corin­
thians: 'The things which tile Gentiles sacrifice 
they sacrifice to devils, and not to God .. , . Ye 
cannot be partakers of the Lord's table and the 
tab1e of demons.'-l Corinthians 10: 19-21. 

That which is called "the Christian religion" 
is not Christian. It is a religious practice car-
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ried on under the name of Christ, but which is 
in defiance of the law of Almighty God, and 
which gives honor to creatures rather t han to 
Almighty God, and which deceives millions of 
sincere pel'sons. As a pointed example, note the 
words of tlle venerable Cardinul Gibbons, who 
after stating the doctrine of "Purgatory" then 
adds these words: "This interpretation is not 
mine. It is the unanimous voice of the fatilers 
of Christendom"; that is, entirely traditional 
/:Ind not support.ed by the 'Word of God. (See 
The Faith of Our Fathc1'S, page 208.) After the 
days of the apostles a sincere body of men or­
ganized themselves as Ch ristians. Thereafter 
subtly Satan, the chief of demons, induced men 
in that organization to advance and teach their 
views contrary to the Bible, and thereby they 
substituted religion for Christianity. There~ 
after they taught tJle traditions of men, 1lhat 
has been dubbed the "Christian organization", 
although entirely contrary to God's Word. 

The indisputable proof is that religion finds 
no sllpport in the Bible, but finds its support in 
tradition and is in defiance of the Bible. That 
being true, what can be said in support of reli­
gion as a l'emedy for the deplorable wo rld COll­
ditions T All the evidence shows that religion 
has never saved any nation, but has been the 
downfa11 thus far of allllations that have fallen, 
The best way to answer tJle question as to re­
ligion being a remedy is to carefully consider 
the facts showing what result religion has had 
upon the nations of the earth, 
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RESULTS 

What has religion done for the nations of the 
woridT The oll ly great man ever on earth was 
Jesus of Nazareth, He who is the head of Chris· 
tifll1ity. Jesus plainly stated to the leaders of 
I srael that they had violated their covenant to 
do the wiJI of God and had turned to religion. 
Because Jesus told them the truth the religious 
leaders persecuted Jesus to death. Religion, 
therefore, brought down upon the nation of 
I s rael the wrath of God, and Umt nation was 
completely destroyed. That nation yielded to 
demon ism or religion, and that nation perished. 

'fhe apostles of Jesus Chl'ist were faithful to 
thci I' covenant to do God's will, and for that 
reason suffered gl:cat pet'secutioll at the hands 
of religions leaders. Thereafter the mighty sys· 
tern of l"eLigion falsely labeled "Christian reli· 
gion" grew. Under that false title millions of 
sincere persons have been deceived. That or· 
gHnization is ruled by the ''Hierarchy of Au· 
thori ty", the seat of which is at Vatican City, 
Italy. For morc Umn sixtcen centuries that reo 
ligious institution 1ms carried on the most wick. 
ed persecution of human creatmes that has ever 
blackened the pages of history. The Inquisition 
of Spain, Mexico, Hnd other nations, conducted 
under the false cloak of the so·called «Christian 
religion", is a record too terrible to find com· 
plete description in human words. 1'hat record 
is conclusive proof that the Papal system is not 
Christ ianity, but is carried on in defiance of 
God, hence religious . 
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The "Hierarchy of Authority" has a1 ways 
favored and supported a totalitarian or corpo­
rate state. 1"or a period of time that organiza­
tion was r etarded in its rnOVCJIlcnt to control 
the world, but since the -World ",Var it has again 
become very aggressive, and, although claiming 
to serve God, the "Hiera rchy of Authority" now 
stoops to all unholy means of conquering the 
world. The Hieraxchy acts in full harmony and 
conjunction with the cruel di ctators, including 
Stalin, Hitler, Mussolini, and others of like po­
litica l ambition. 11JlC head of that great religious 
organization is the adviser and close ally or 
Hitler, who has threatened to overrun all the 
democracies of tlle world. Religion 1188 de­
stl'oyed the fl'cedom or llations in Burope and 
now has turned its vicious claws upon the 1'e­
publics of the Western world. 

Without prejudice and without malice, give 
calm consideration to the following facts, and 
do so before aJI your liberties are gone. Basing 
the conclusion solely upon the Bible, the nations 
of ]~urope were warned, in a public address at 
London, that the totalitarian, religions combine 
would overrun Europe and take away the lib­
erties of the people. Tlmt is now accomplished. 
If you give heed to the folJowing facts yon can 
see what is in sto re for America. 

There are honest and sincere men who have 
been priests of tbe Roman Catholic ehul'cb, 
many of whom have recently separated them­
selves from that religious organization because 
of the Hierarchy's political activities which are 

, 
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called "Catholic Action". There are millions of 
sincere and honest Catholic people held in sub~ 
jeclion to the Hierarch,Y because o[ [ear or 
creatures. All such persons should calmly read 
the evidence here submitted; for the reason, 
that evidence shows that t he mighty religious 
organizat ion is acting with Nazi~Fascist dicta~ 
tors to destroy all the liberties of the people. 
I sha ll ci te some evidence given by men who 
have come out from that religions organization. 

Doctor Barrett, once an active priest, bas 
published a book under the tiUe ''Rome Stoops 
to Conquer" and which contains facts vital to 
American liberty and to aU persons who love 
righteousness. All Sill cere persons would do well 
to I'eud that hoole It is briefly qnoted from as 
follows: "Pope Pius XI ... has given the best 
of his singula r abil ity to the s uperv ision and 
dircction of the Catholic campaign in America . 
. . . '1'he conquest of America is the supreme 
objective at which he aims ... . PillS is well 
aware that tile Catholic Church can never hope 
again to dominate the civilized world until 
America kneels, beaten and penitent, at her 
feet. ... Catholic Action partakes of poli tics, 
and is a political penetration, an infiltration into 
the polit ical world of a new fo rce and agcncy . 
. . . Pacelli [now pope] urged on the Knights 
[of Columbus] to ... rally ... Catholic 
IUUJlhood as necessary fO I' the 'practical solu~ 
tion of lhose problems of social and civil Life.' . .. 

"A phase of present~day Catholic Action is 
tile urging of Catholics to throw themselves into 

, 
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politics. The church prefers to control 
leg'islators rather than parties, and to avoid the 
odium and expense of running a distinct or­
gunization. But the church wants plenty of high 
ofJices for her ch ildren .... '1'he most sensa­
tional use of political power to force a Church 
issue was that of Archbishop Curley when he 
threatened the present administration, and 
President Roosevelt in particular .... The 
police are first in favor with the Church ... 
and that having them in thei r thousands in her 
tow she can all the more easily command poli­
ticians .... Never was the Catho11c church in 
a1W country in the world since Christendom be­
gan so ricll , so highly organized, so influential, 
so loyally soldie1"ed by bel' subjects as she is 
today in the United States." 

Honest and sincere Catholics should give the 
most sober consideration to this testimony of 
Doctor Barrett, who speaks WitJl full knowledge 
because of his long association with the Cath­
olic organization. 

The testimony of another priest, O'Brien, is 
of interest, and which testimony was published 
over his own signature in L'Auf·ora. Amongst 
other tilings, he said concerning "Catholic Ac­
tion": '~'Ve want as cabinet members children 
of the holy mother c1111rch holding important 
positions in tlle entire structure of our govern­
ment." '~'T e are ready prepared for 1940." "All 
... institutions ... must be wiped out or placed 
under the protection of our Hierarchy." I<All loy_ 
al children of the [Catholic] church [are] to 
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assist our worthy President with all our stl'eugth 
to see that the individuals compl'ising the United 
States Supreme Court shall obey the President's 
injunctions and if necessary we will change, 
amend or blot out the present Constitution," 

Nineteen-forty is here and the abundance of 
evidence is to the effect that "CatllOlic Action" 
is carrying out the threat of the priest, O'Br ien. 

Catholic-Fascist conspirators in Canada, led 
by Adrien Arcand and directed from the Vati­
can, intended to seize the Canadian govern ment 
during 1940. Adl'ien and otJlet's have been ar­
rested , Among tlle many documcnts seized by 
the Canadian officers tllC following has just been 
published. This communication was addressed to 
Adl'ien: 

From the Committee of Univcrsal Action, Rome: 
For a long time we have boon following the Fascist 
activity which you are furthcring in your great and 
noble country, and a long conversation with the pcrson 
for whom I am remitting to you the accompanying 
note, has pcrmitted mc to better know the objcct of 
your Holy Battle, We have also been able to learn that 
you arc doing good Fascist work in Canada, Fascist 
work of a purc Mussolinian nature, that is to say, 
HOMAN AND CATHOLIC. 

The following from Hulawayo, Southern Rho­
desia: 

After Adolph Hitler, I cousider Adricn Arcand the 
one leader who stands out far above any others I have 
met as hc has all the necessary flair, vim and originality 
which a real leader requires, A Catholic, of course, as 
arc all Frcnch-Canadians, but he knows exactly how 
far hc can nse and trust the clerical clement. At the 
first sign of a Jew-Bolshevik upheaval in Canada he is 
in a position to take over the government of the COUll try. 
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It was in that same Bulawayo. Rhodesia, that 
the Hierarchy maliciously lied against certain 
non-Catholics and caused them great persecu-
tion. This they did to cover up their own nefari- ~ 
ous acts of trying to seize control of the world. 

Recently a number of conscientious Cathol ic 
priests have withdrawn from the Catholic Hier­
archy organization and are attempting to en­
lighten the people by publishing a magazine en­
titled "The Converted CnUlolic". Quoted [tom 
the editorial column, June, L940, is the follow­
ing: Hitler's ambitions to conquer the world 
"were planned and desired long before Hitler o r 
any of his Axis partners ever appeared all the 
scene". Hitler's "objectives are the same as those 
sought fo r four centuries by Jesuit-led Catholi­
cism in its e1Torts to destroy the effects of the 
Reformation. Nazi-fascist dictators, all prod­
ucts of the CatllOlic Church, have supplied the 
menns thnt nre rapidly bringing these objectives 
to realization". 

"In Germany and in Central J~urope Hitler 
has undertaken to destroy enti rely all freedom 
of the spirit, and his attack can be placed in the 
win column of the Catholic Church." 

"Cutholic Action in the United States is fever­
ishly worki ng for 'the organ ization of a co rpo­
rative movement and the creation of a corpora­
t ive state'." 

The Catholic priest, CllITun, editor of The 
Oatholic Tablet, published at Brooklyn, is an 
ardent supporter of the so-called "Christian 
Front". In his support of lawbreakers be re-
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cently said: "It is about time we took over the 
newspapers of this country." Many of the big 
newspapers today fear to publish the truth 
about "Catholic Action" because oE the boycott 
methods constantly practiced by the Hierarchy. 

Nazi-Fascists a re attempting to destroy en­
tire ly the freedom of all nations, and in thi s at­
tacl; they are fully supported by the Hierarchy 
of Vatican City. -When the Catholic people of 
Belgium were driven like wild heasts (rom their 
homes the fo llowing dispalch was sent out from 
Berlin and published tluoughout the world on 
J"une 6: "Berl in, June 6, J940.-SpeciaJ meet­
ings of the Roman Catholic bishops throughout 
Germany have resulted in a decision to hold 
thanksgiving masses for the German victory in 
Belgium and Flanders, it was reported today." 

FLAGS AND CREATURES 

Ueligiou8 ceremonies performed toward crea­
tures and things are another scheme of the 
Devi l to reproach Jehovah God's name and to 
cause men to violate tiwir covenant with God. 
Compulsory flag-saluting and the heiling of 
H.itlcr were introduced in Germany by r eligion­
ists to compel submission of the people to reli­
gious dictators and to reproach God. 'The secret 
police or Gestapo came into action at the same 
time, brutally using power against those who 
decline to indulge in the religious ceremony of 
saluting the swastika ancl heiling Hitler. 'rhe 
Hierarchy arc the real movers of compulsory 
flag-saluting and honoring creatures. Because

the Christians in Germany refused to yield to 
such religions ceremonies thousands of them 
have been incarcerated in prison and many of 
them killed. They preferred to suffer death 
rather timn to violate their covenant to be obe­
dient to Almighty God. In America compulsory 
saluting of the flag by school children was in­
troduced at the instance of the Hierarchy. It 
appeared in the form of patriotism, but really is 
directed against those who worship God DeCO I"d· 

ing to spiri t and truth. The purpose has been 
to put fear into the minds of persons and to de­
stroy individual conscience and devotion to 
Almighty God. No one for 150 years of Ameri­
can history ever thought of compelling anybody 
to salute the flag, and now onl y sellOol children 
are compelled to do so. 

The Supreme Court, in the Gobitis case, de­
cided only that school boards might enforce 
rules compelling children to salute the flag, and 
that against their conscientious objection. r£ he 
court made no attempt to decide that adults 
must salute the flag. No such issue was before 
the court. There is no law in America that com· 
pels adults to salute the flag. But the Hierarchy 
and allies, in order to browbeat the people, at­
tempt to compel conscientiolls Christians, con­
trary to the law of the laod, to violate God's law. 
\Vhenever the issue by law is raised compell ing 
adults to salute the flag, that issue will be prop­
erly met before the courts. 

The tl'Ue followers of Christ Jesus do not 
salute any creature or thing, for the reason that 
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they conscientiously believe that by so doing 
illey would violate tileir covenant with Almighty 
God and therefore would suffer destruction. 
They respect the countr y's flag and obey every 
law for which that {Jug stands j and they do so 
becnuse itis right. To indulge in a religious cere­
mony in violation of their conscience and their 
covenant with Ood, they decline to do. They 
render unto tile state that which is due the state, 
and unto God what they owe to Ood. rrhut is 
exactly what J esus Christ commllnded and what 
he always does.-"Luke 20: 25. 

Conscientious Christians obey all the laws of 
the land that are not contrary to Jehovah's law. 
All the law writers and the highest court of the 
land have for centuries recognized the right of 
ltldividual conscience and that the state has no 
right to compel a man to violate hi s conscience. 
The compulsory flag-wavers are wholly incon­
sistent. They salute the flag and then straight­
way violate the law for which the fiag stands, 
attempting to make themselves the law and to 
compel other s to obey their unlawful whims. 
Ch r istians are lawful ci tizens. The Hier urchy 
and tileir allies who attempt to compel citizens 
to salute the flag are willful violatol's of the law, 
denying them freedom of conscience, freedom of 
speecb, freedom of assembly, and rreedom of 
worship, which rights are gnaranteed by the 
Constitution and fO L' which the f1ug stands. Such 
funaticalrcligionists are therefore the lawbreak­
ers, and the righteous suffer at their hands. 
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LEGION 

An organization kl10wn as "the American 
Legion" may have been organized for a laudable 
purpose. The organization doubtless contained 
some good, conscientious men. The acts and 
words of the present controlijng officials of that 
organization belie a good purpose. Its present 
national commander is a Roman Catholic and is 
a Knight of Columbus, which organizatjon takes 
orders from the Hierarchy at Vatican City. 'fhe 
Legion is against democratic form of govern­
IIlent. [ts former national commander Owsley 
publicly has said : " Do not forget that the 
Fascisti are to italy what the American Legion 
is to the United Slates." The present national 
commander, in a speech recently made, openly 
denounces freedom of assembly and freedQrn of 
speech and has demanded the amendment of the 
Bill of Rights. Furthermore, in a speech a few 
months ago the same commander advocated a 
private army by the Legion. That army is al~ 
ready in existence and well armed, waiting for 
the command of Ole Hierarchy to move into ac~ 
tion. 1'he present national director of the Le~ 
gion, Mr. Chaillaux, encourages and advocates 
mob violence against peaceable and law~abidillg 
citizens, who conscientiously serve God and 
Christ. These facts show that the Legion is 
against freedom of speech, freedom of worship, 
and freedom of assembly. 

The present commander, Kelly, acting under 
orders of the Hierarchy issued on the tenth day 
of June, 1940, made a public statement in which 
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he used this language: "In my belief the good of 
the whole nation compels SUMMARY action to be 
taken by our properl y constituted federal, state, 
and local author ities to stamp out in their en­
ti rety the activities of these subverter s, irre­
spective of what may happen to their fellow­
lravelers or innocent by-standel's." In other 
words, he advocates mob action against citizens 
without the rigJ1t of t ri al and without tile right 
of defense. Such a course is nothing short of 
anarchy and is violence inflicted contrary to the 
law of the nation and the law of God. 

On that same tenth day of J one 11ussolini 
stabbed France in the back and' begml war 
against E ngland. 

On that same day Catholic priests, police 
officers, sheriffs, and county attorneys and 
other officials in various towns in 'fexas and 
other places, led mobs that viciollsly beat and 
imprisoned manr non-Catholics. And for what? 
Merely because such Christians, acting uncleI' 
the command of God) were calling upon the peo­
ple aJld handing them li terature telling of God's 
kingdom for the establi shment of the great 
TIIEOCItATIC GovERNtrnNT of righteoll sness, for 
which government Jesus taught hi s disciples to 
continuously pray. 

In ~'exas towns as many as one hundred men, 
womell and children were thrown into one pris­
on and kept all night without food, drink 01' rest. 
'l'he next clay a mob of men, claiming to repre­
sent the American Legion, together with the 
sheriff and other officers, drove these iUllocent 
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people through the heat and denied them the 
opportunity to have refreshments; under which 
sl.nnmary punishment many fainted and fell. I n 
another city a Catholic priest led a mob of 
Legionnaires, against Christians. In Florida old 
men were taken from their homes and beaten up 
by professed Legionnaires and Catholics. Tn 
Maine other s were assaulted in the night, their 
houses broken into and burned- to tile ground. 
In Alabama the sheriff and other public official s 
kidnaped citizens, destroyed their property 
and drove them out of the state and deliver'cd 
them over to Legionnai res in an adjoining state. 
In Richwood, West Virginia, American citi r,ens, 
who were exercising thei r constitutional right 
of securing signatUl'cs to a petition, were vio­
lently assaulted by the American Legion, who 
destroyed the property of these American citi­
zens. A Catholic priest then publicly abused 
those defenseless persons, during which a 
policeman viciously assaulted one of these 
Christians because he quoted Scripture. Nine of 
these Christians were tied together with ropes, 
like cattle . .A doctor with a stomach pump forced 
castor oil down their throats. Roped together 
these witnesses wlJre led from the town like wild 
animals, while the leaders of the American Le­
gion denounced them in vile language, calling out 
against them: "Hit ler spies ; fIfth columnists !" 

Here can be mentioned only a few of these in­
stances, but a list is ava ilable of the public offi­
cials who have followed the advice of Mr. Kelly, 
the Roman Catholic Legionnaire commander, 
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to inflict Sm.n.IARY punishment against innocent 
American citizens for exercising their Constitu­
tiollal r ights . The Legionnaires and other ruf­
fians under the command of the Hierarchy have 
made themselves vigilantes inflicting summary 
punishment upon innocent citizens. The law of 
the land requires that the vilest murderer must 
have a trial before a jury of llis peers and be 
given proper counsel and defense. The Hier­
a rchy and the Legion, posing as patriots, punish 
the innocent without even permitting them to 
be heard in their own defense. This is what re­
ligion has done for America. And yet pubUc 
officials cry: <We must have more religion." 

LNQUISITION REVIVE D 

Such cruel and unlawful action by the Hie '"­
archy and Legionnaires is but the revival of the 
old Homan Hierarchy and its cruel Inquisition. 
Hitler is a life-long Roman Catholic. Hitler has 
denonnced God and declared his purpose to r e­
establish the "Uoly Roman Empil'e" and to wipe 
out the Peace TI'enty of Westphal ia of 164S, 
which concluded a L'eligious war of thi rty years, 
and which treaty resulted in gaining rights for 
freedom of worship. 

Mussolini has become a Catholic and works 
in conjunction with the Hierarchy, taking his 
advice from the pope. Franco, a Catholic dicta­
tor, desh"oyed the Spanish republic and now 
has united the Catholic church and the state in 
Spain. France has ceased to be a republic and 
has become a Catholic totalitarian state. 
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England alone stands firm, battling against 
the religious-totali tarian combine and in her 
fight for the fights of a free people. England has 
been kind to conscientious Christians; and be­
cause of that kindness shown it may be expected 
tJlat Almighty God will show some special favor 
to England in her hour of terrible d.istress. 

hIen who loved God and righteousness and 
who refused to yield to nhgions tyrants and to 
bow down to and wo rship creatures or things 
laid the foundation of the American republic. 
They caused to be written into the fundamental 
law that all men have the undeniable right to 
worship God according to the d ictates of their 
own conscience. That original spirit of freedom 
that permeated the founders of America has 
peri shed, and today spineless politicians in au­
thority, with fear and trembling; yield to the 
lawless, religious Hierarchy and her allies who 
are destroying freedom of speecll and of as­
sembly and freedom of worship. SUcil is tile 
effect of religion in America.
